The article presents an analysis of the conceptual provisions for the introduction of inclusive education. Given the fact that
in Ukraine there is a certain dynamic progress in the inclination of distribution, the need for analysis of pedagogical systems, the use
of which has traditionally been successful, is updated. Understanding the philosophical basis of inclusion, the peculiarity of its
development in Ukraine, awareness of the role in a unified education system provide the basis for constructing the educational
process of children with disorders of psychophysical development in the context of the common educational space. The search for
the ways of the most efficient organization of pedagogical interaction in the inclusive environment enables the optimal choice, based
on world-tested pedagogical systems, as well as their elements used in different combinations. Innovative movement, which is
gradually expanding in the sphere of education of our country, has its own characteristics and requires organization of further
researches for analysis and generalization of the acquired experience, as well as the focus of attention on the issues of
implementation of cooperation between specialists of general and special education. Defining the general components and specific
features of the implementation of inclusive education on the basis of ideological interpretations will allow to determine the general
characterological basis of inclusive form of education and effectively inclusive education in Ukrainian realities.
